Instructions for Unpacking, Operation and Care of
POTATO PEELER

INSTALLATION:

Remove the peeler, Fig. 1, from the shipping
carton. The plastic molded hopper top (A) is
inverted for shipping and should be removed. The
fill tube and bracket assy. (B) and the fill hose
(with clip) (C) are packed inside the hopper. Lay
the machine over on chute and remove the bottom
cover plate (S). REMOVE THE CORRUGATED
PACKING between the motor and housing. Also,
remove the packing between the two pulleys.
Re-assemble the bottom cover plate (S) and set
machine in upright position. Remove the four nuts
(D), but leave gasket in place. Assemble the fill
tube and bracket assembly (B). The fill tube, when
assembled properly, allows the water to strike the
edge of the hopper top (A), giving a fan shaped
spray of water, which prevents upward splash from
within the peeler. Assemble the fill hose (C) onto
the fill tube; use pliers to depress the clip that
retains the hose. A slight amount of soap or oil
applied with finger tip to the end of the fill tube
will aid in assembling the fill hose. The plastic
hopper top (A) is easily snapped into place.

ELECTRICAL CONNECTION:

If a cord and plug is not used with this machine,
electrical connections should be made by qualified
workmen who will observe all applicable Safety
Codes and the National Electrical Code. The peeler
is equipped with a cord and plug (E) Fig. 1. Before
plugging into socket, check the electrical specifica-

tions stamped on the name plate (F) to be sure
they agree with those of the power supply.

TIMER:

The peeler is regularly equipped with a timer
which is assembled on the right hand side of the
chute (G) (Unless ordered for the left hand side).
A switch as optional equipment is available in
place of timer.

To operate the peeler with timer, simply set the
time knob to the number of minutes (indicated on
timer dial) desired for peeling. The timer knob can
be set in either direction to the proper timing
point on the dial. For counter-clockwise setting of
time of less than one-half minute, turn knob
beyond the one-half minute point and then back
to the desired time.

The timer (or switch) is easily changed from the
right hand side to the left hand side of the chute
(or vice versa). To do this, first remove the timer
knob by loosening set screw in the knob. Next,
remove the three screws that retain the timer and
dial. Lay the machine on its side and disassemble
the hole cover (H) of the optional timer location
by removing the retaining nut on the inside of the
peeler housing. Re-assemble the timer, dial and
knob in the new location. Re-assemble plug (H) in
the hole from which the timer was removed.

DRAIN:

The peeler (Fig. 1) should be conveniently
placed to suit the operator, such as on a counter
top or sink drainboard. It is suggested that should
the drain hose (I) be drained into a sink, a strainer
basket should also be used to prevent clogging the
sink drain. See Page 12 for strainer basket and
clamping bracket.

WATER CONNECTION:

The flexible rubber fill hose (C) has a connector
that fits over any fresh water tap and provides a
water-tight connection.

OPERATION:

Put in the potatoes, turn on the water and start
the motor. Do not overload. The rated capacity is
fifteen to twenty pounds. There should be room in
the hopper for potatoes to move about while
peeling.

The time required for peeling depends upon the
condition of the potatoes. The progress of the
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work can be watched through the hopper, and
when the desired degree of peeling has been
reached, turn off the water and open the chute
door at (G). The potatoes will be discharged
through the chute; have a receptacle there to catch
them. After the first (or trial) batch has been run,
check the time required on the timer. Then, using
this same timer setting, peel the balance of your
potatoes. After the peeling operation is completed,
allow the hopper door to remain unlatched; this
prolongs the life of the door seal. Setting the latch
stud for the door too tight, will also shorten the
life of the door seal.

CLEANING:

As soon as the peeling is finished and before the
hopper has had time to dry, lift off the hopper top

(A) and clean out the inside with a hose. The

abrasive disc is not fastened to its shaft and can be
lifted out easily to permit cleaning the space
underneath it. If the disc should stick and resist
removal, take out the screw (I) (Fig. 2) and lift
washer (K), then assemble a 5/16"-18 x 1"
(approx.) long hex head screw into the tapped
hole of the disc. Turn this screw until the disc is
loosened.

If peel trap is used, stop after a few batches and
empty contents of trap.

BELT DRIVE:

The belt drive of this machine has a positive
type belt adjustment which may be adjusted to
give proper belt tension.

LUBRICATION:

The motor has grease sealed ball bearings which
require no lubrication. The bearing carrier for the
main drive shaft has oilless bearings, with cavities
that are filled at the factory, which eliminate any
need for further lubrication.

CABINET BASE AND TRAP (WHEN ORDERED):

This accessory unit is shipped in a separate
carton and includes all the necessary parts for a
permanent installation. The stainless steel cabinet
base and trap is equipped with dual purpose legs
that may be adjusted for leveling and various chute
heights for the peeler.

The trap legs are removed for shipping purposes.
The curved leg clamp bolts, gaskets, bolts, washers
and nuts for attaching the legs are packed in a
cloth bag. Use the following procedure for at-
taching each of the three legs:

1. Remove strainer bucket (1, Fig. 3).

2. Assemble rubber gasket (2, Fig. 3) on curved
leg clamp bolt (3, Fig. 3) and assemble bolt
through upper hole on inside of trap housing.

3. Bolt (3, Fig. 3) to extend through slot in leg
and hole in leg slot cover (4, Fig. 3).
Assemble stainless steel washer (5, Fig. 3) and
acorn nut (6, Fig. 3).

4. Assemble -one stainless steel washer (7, Fig.
3), then one lead washer (8, Fig. 3) on hex
finish bolt (9, Fig. 3) through lower hole on
inside of housing through leg slot, then hole
in leg slot cover.

5. Assemble one stainless steel washer (10, Fig.
3) and acorn nut (11, Fig. 3) on finish bolt.

6. Adjust each leg height to suit, then tighten
the six acorn nuts (6 & 11, Fig. 3).

For the permanently installed machine (with trap),
permanent electrical connections are required.
Cut off the cord, of the cord and plug (E) (Fig. 1)
to a 6" (approx.) length from the peeler housing.
Remove and discard the bottom cover plate (S).
Attach the junction box (R) (Fig. 3) to the peeler
housing,.

NOTE: This junction box must be assembled
before the peel trap is attached. See tag connected
to junction box (R) (Fig. 3) for installation
instructions. Connect with flexible or rigid con-
duit. Before attaching the peel trap to the peeler,
decide on the location of the fill line (L) (Fig. 3),
after deciding on position and relationship, to the
peel trap drawer (see Fig. 4). The discharge chute
and fill pipe have fixed positions on the peeler, but
the relationship of the peel drawer may be
changed to any one of four positions W, X, Y, and
Z, Fig. 4. After deciding on position and relation-
ship, attach the trap to the peeler as follows:
Remove the fill tube & bracket assy. (B) (Fig. 1)
and the hopper top (A) from the peeler, then lift
out the abrasive disc. Invert the peeler and remove
the standard drain hose (I). Use pliers to depress
the special hose clip on the inside of the peeler
housing. Plug standard drain hose opening in
peeler housing with plug button. Attach the peel
trap drain hose according to the trap drawer
relationship as shown in Fig. 4, 5 or 7: i.e., to have
a peel trap drawer location (W) (Fig. 4) in relation
to chute, assemble hose in position (P-1)(Fig. 5) of

peeler, next assemble grommet in hole (T-2) (Fig.

6) of trap and plug other hole in trap (T-1) (Fig. 6)
with gasket and plug button. Using Fig. 4 as a
guide follow this same method of assembly for a
proper relationship between the peeler chute and
trap drawer for all four positions; namely using
Fig. 5 for 900 installations (W & X) and Fig. 7 for
parallel installations (Y & Z).

Invert the peel trap over the peeler (without
removing the rubber base ring) and attach with
screws (M) (Fig. 3). Stand peeler with trap
attached in upright position. The peel trap has a 2"
pipe connection (N) for the drain. A 1/2" female
pipe connection (O) (serves as a union) is provided
for a permanent fresh water line. This replaces the
rubber fill hose (C) (Fig. 1). It is recommended
that a globe valve (Q) (Fig. 3) be installed in the
fresh water line to regulate the flow of water. This
valve should be in a convenient location to suit the
operator of the machine.

MOTOR DRIVE UNIT:

This machine is equipped with a manual reset,
overload protection switch. In case of overload
allow motor to cool for 3-5 min. before attempt-
ing to restart. To reset switch, remove inspection
plate beside electrical cord and depress red button
located on top of motor.

To disassemble the drive or power unit on the
peel trap model (Fig. 3), disconnect the electrical
connections (R) and the fresh water line (L).
Then remove the four screws (M) and lift the
peeler from the cabinet base and peel trap.

After the peel trap is disconnected, lift out the
abrasive disc. Next, remove the three screws under
the disc. Lay the peeler over on its side and
disconnect the belt adjustment rod. The complete
motor drive unit may then be removed from the
bottom of the machine.
